The new Spherina_Air version is anchored to the ceiling with a steel cable, besides the other four-pole acoustfic&light cable.

All the mechanical load (weight) is supported by such steel cable, which therefore must be perpendicular to the ceiling without
any obstacle or without tfaking other paths.

The acoustic-light cable, on the other hand, can be parallel to the steel cable or create some “aesthetic” loops. The number
and type of loops is subjective (two cable locks are specifially provided to ease this process).

Please be reminded that the provided (black) ceiling rose has a purely aesthetic function, as it hides the Spherina’s connection
point.

Mount the plate on the ceiling with proper anchoring system, then install the eyebolf, making sure that the bolt has a weight
capacity of at least 30Kg minimum.

Secure the steel cable info the eyebolt using the provided cable clamp. Make audio connections using the polarity wiring
instructions labeled on the cable, the positive is the one with a RED mark.
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The care and responsibility for how this 15 kg object is anchored to the ceiling (i.e. the type of ceiling ring used to fasten the
steel cable and how it is anchored to the ceiling itself) lies with the installer.

We provide you with a clamp (see instruction envelope), used to secure the steel cable to the wall ring.

Once finished, always check the safety of the installation with jerks and additional weights.

6" transducer, with coaxial mid-woofer and tweeter to create a virtual point source,
linear and time coherent, providing a uniform omnidirectional coverage over the vertical
axis, with a cone-shaped area of low coverage below the deflector.
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When the installation of Spherina_Air involves the passage of people below the speakers, we highly recommend using at least
two loudspeakers in a Stereo configuration, in order to eliminate the not-covered areas underneath the deflector
